On 05/08/2008, Vietnamese Communist Party’s Executive Committee issued the Resolution No.26- NQ/TW on agricultural, farmer and rural development in Viet Nam. In order to make it happen in life and meet the demand of reality, the Government issued the Resolution No.24/2008/NQ-CP dated 28/10/2008 on Action Program with more assignment extended to Government, ministries, agencies, people’s committees of provinces and centrally affiliated cities to successfully run the Party’s Resolution. 

At this meeting, I would like to present the fundamental issues of the Resolution No.26- NQ/TW on agricultural, farmer and rural development and Action Program of the Government for implementation of the Party’s Resolution. This report comprises of two major parts:  

1. Introduction of the Resolution No.26- NQ/TW on agricultural, farmer and rural development and Government’s Action Program (Resolution No.26-NQ/CP for implementation of the Party’s Resolution).

2. Difficulties and challenges in implementation of the Resolution No.26-NQ/TW and Action Program of the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (MARD), and recommendations to donors.  

Part I: Fundamental issues of the Resolution No.26-NQ/TW and the Action Program of the Government 

I. GENERAL ASSESSMENT

1. Achievements: After over 20 years implementation of the Doi moi (renovation) process, under the Party’s leadership, achievements on agricultural, farmer and rural development have been rather comprehensive and considerable.

- Agriculture continues its development with rather high rate under the commodity based direction, increase of productivity, quality and efficiency, ensuring national food security. Some agricultural products are exported with high proportion to the world market. 

- Rural economy has shifted to the direction of growth in industry, service and trade with renovation in forms of production. Socio-economic structure has been strengthened with many changes in rural areas.  

- Material and spiritual life of people in almost rural areas has been improved with great achievement in poverty reduction. Grassroots democracy has been promoted with assurance of social order and security, resulting in the increase of political status of peasantry. 

2. Shortcomings: Gained achievements are far from potential and advantages between regions. 

- Agricultural development is not sustainable and its growth trends to decrease with low competitiveness. Resources for production development are not well mobilized while transfer of science and technology is limited. Economic structure and renovation in agricultural production is under slow process with popularity of small and segmented production, poor quality and low value added to some products. 

- Industry, service and trade are under slow development with poor shifting of economic and labor structure in rural areas. Forms of production are developed slowly, unable to meet increasing demands of commodity production. 

- Planning in agricultural and rural development is poor while there still remains weakness in socio-economic structure and settlement to environmental pollution. In addition, capacity of adaptability and confrontation to natural calamities is much limited.

- Material and spiritual life of people in rural areas is poor while poverty rate is high, especially in ethnic minority and far-flung areas. There happens disparity between the rich and the poor, rural and urban areas and between regions, resulting in many pressing social issues. 

3. Causes

Such shortcomings are objective and subjective, but the latter is the major one. 

- In a long time, Vietnam had concentrated in agriculture, yet awareness on role of agriculture, farmers, rural areas; and relationship of “Tam Nong” is still still limited to reality while viewpoints on agricultural, farmer and rural areas are not systematically developed. 

- Mechanism and policies on this field are not synchronized with no breakthrough. Also, some policies are not reasonable and infeasible, but they are slowly adjusted and supplemented. 

- Investment for agricultural, farmer and rural development from State budget and economic sectors is still modest and far from demand of development. 

- Weakness and segment are seen in instruction for policy implementation and State administration in this field. 

II. VIEWPOINT AND OBJECTIVE

1. Viewpoint 

- Agricultural, farmer and rural area are playing a strategic role in industrialization, modernization, construction and protection of the nation. Also, they are important for socio-economic development with sustainability, political stability and assurance of national defense and security, bringing into play cultural identities and protection of eco-environment of the country.  

- Agricultural, famer and rural issues should be addressed comprehensively in line with the cause of national industrialization and modernization. Rural industrialization and modernization are top priorities of the national industrialization and modernization. In the close relations between agriculture, farmer and rural components, famer is the subject of the development process. New rural development under linkage with construction of industrial and service facilities and urban development is the fundamentality. And, comprehensive development with rural modernization is the cruciality.   

- Agricultural and rural development and improvement of material and spiritual life for farmers should be based on the Socialist oriented market economy mechanism appropriate to conditions of every region and sector in order to effectively use social resources, firstly labor, land, forest and sea; take advantage of international integration for development of agricultural production and rural areas; bring into play internal strength and enhance investment of the State and society with prompt application of scientific achievements and advanced technology for agricultural and rural development as well as development of human resource and improvement of intellectual standard of farmers.

- Measures taken for agricultural, farmer and rural areas are the task of the political system and entire society. Firstly, it is necessary to promote the spirit of patriotism, self-strengthening and reliance of farmers in order to develop a stable, harmonized and democratic rural society with diversity of cultural identities, creating a driving force for agricultural and rural development with livelihood improvement for farmers.    

2. Objectives

2.1. General objectives  

- Continuously improving material and spiritual life for farmers, building up harmony between regions and evolving faster changes in difficult areas; providing farmers with training to have production capacity equal to regional developed countries and political spirit, becoming the owner of new rural area.  

- Building up a comprehensively developed agriculture in the direction of modernism and sustainability, considerable commodity production with productivity, quality, efficiency and high competitiveness to ensure national food security at present and in the long run. 

- Developing a new rural area with modern socio-economic infrastructure; reasonable economic structure and production forms, agriculture linked with fast development in industry, service and urban planning; stability of rural society rich of cultural identities; increased awareness, protected environment; and strengthened political system in the rural under the leadership of the Party.

- Developing the peasantry with consolidation of worker-famer-intelligentsia alliance, creating a stable socio-economic and political foundation for national industrialization and modernization of Viet Nam. 

2.2. Objectives by 2020 

- Growth in agriculture, forestry and fishery reaches 3.5-4% annually, ensuring national food security at present and in the long run. Agricultural development is linked with development of industry, service and rural trades, basically addressing issue of employment and increasing income for farmers by 2.5 folds compared to present;

- Workers in agriculture remain about 30% of labor force, rate of trained workers reaches over 50%, number of communes having the new rural standard is about 50%;

- Socio-economic infrastructure in rural area is comprehensively developed;

- Quality of life of farmers in rural area is improved;

- Building up capacity in prevention of natural calamities, measures against environmental pollution, and gradually improving quality of rural environment.

2.3. Objectives by 2010 


- Creating a breakthrough in agricultural production and rural economy, and improving people’s life on the basis of development in agriculture and socio-economic structure in the rural, especially areas with many difficulties;

- Strengthening researches and transfer of advanced science - technology, creating a breakthrough in human resource training; 

- Strengthening poverty reduction, especially in 61 districts and 2,000 communes with over 50% of poor households, settling pressing social issues, and keeping political and social stability in rural area;

- Gradually implementing the program of new rural area development; 

- Ensuring the growth in agriculture, forestry and fishery by 3- 5% per year. The growth of industry and service in rural area is not less than the national average, agricultural workers are under 50% of labor force, the rate of poor households is reduced according to the new poverty line, basically no farmers living in makeshift houses, and the proportion of afforestation and people using clean water is increased.  

III.  TASKS AND SOLUTIONS (07 groups)
1. Developing a comprehensively modern agriculture with strong development in industry and service in rural area. 

2. Ensuring rural socio-economic infrastructure linked with urban development 

3. Improving material and spiritual life for people in the rural, especially area with difficulties.

4. Renewing and developing forms of production and service with effectiveness in rural areas.

5. Doing researches and transferring of science- technology application, and training human resource to create a breakthrough in rural modernization and industrialization. 

6. Renewing mechanism and policies to mobilize resources, develop rural economy and improve material and spiritual life of farmers. 

7. Strengthening the Party leadership, State administration and promoting strength of socio-political organizations in rural area, especially the farmer association.

IV. TASKS FOR IMPLEMENTATION UNTIL 2010 

Based on the Party’s Resolution, the Government issued the Decree No. 24/2008/NQ-CP dated 28/10/2008 to work out specific tasks for ministries and local authorities for implementation from now on until 2010, in which 48 tasks are identified for fulfillment as follows: 
1. Common awareness and action on agricultural, farmer and rural issues

 Competant agencies at different levels are requested to fully understand and launch dissemination and education to the whole society on the role and importance of agricultural, farmer and rual issues in the cause of national industrilization and modernization; it is necessary to concritize intention and measures to mobilize strength of the whole political system in implementing this Resolution as well as others of the Party and the State with regard to agricultural, farmer and rual issues. 

2. Pursuant to functions, tasks and rights in State adminsitration, ministries, ministry-level agencies, agencies of the Government, and people’s committees of provinces and centrally affiliated cities are requested to strengthen instruction for implementation of the key tasks as follows:  

2.1. Development of 03 National Targeted Programs until 2020

- NTP on new rural development (II/2009)

- NTP on adaptation to climate change (IV/2008)

- Program on human resource development for the rural (supplementary to the National Targeted Program on Education and Training) (II/2009) 

2.2. Improvement of quality in planning and planning management

Ministries, agencies and people’s committees of provinces and centrally affiliated cities build up master plans and review existing plans to submit to competant levels for approval, and deliver guidelines for plans’ implementation in respective areas and localities. In 2009, there are 09 plans needed finalization as follows:

- Review and supplement plans for development of industrial zones, industrial clusters, economic and processing zones until 2015, vision 2020 (IV/2009)

V. INSTRUCTION FOR IMPLEMENTATION

1. Government:

- Regularly instruct master planning, develop comprehensive policies, programs and projects with allocation of priority resources for agricultural, farmer and rural development under the spirit of the Resolution No.26-NQ/TW (the X Congress)

- Assign the standing Deputy Prime Minister to directly instruct and manage ministries, agencies and local authorities to fulfill this task. Yearly, Government coduncts review and assessment, then makes specific reports on implementation of the said Resolution. 

- Periodically review for good practices for replication and rewards extended to organizations and individuals involved in implementation of the Resolution.  

2.  Ministries, agencies and people’s committees of provinces and centrally affilicated cities 

2.1. Ministry of Agricultural and Rural Development is responsible to assist the Government to monitor and synthetize the situation, then make every 6 month report to the Government with regard to implementation of this Resolution
2.2. Ministries, agencies and people’s committees of provinces and centrally affilicated cities 

- Develop and implement programs, plans and projects.

- Each ministry assigns one Deputy Minister in charge of this task.

- People’s Committee of province or centrally affiliated city assigns Deputy Secretary of provincial/city Party Committee, Chairperson of PPC to instruct related agencies, departments of planning and construction to carry out local programs, and projects.    

PART II 
Difficulties and challenges in implementation of the Resolution No.26-NQ/TW and Action Program of the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development, and recommendations to donors
I. DIFFICULTIES AND CHALLENGES 

1. Settlement of agricultural, farmer and rural issues is the long and complicated task because Viet Nam is the agriculture based country with over 70% population living in rural area whereas employment, income and life of rural people are under difficulty and less infrastructure. These require to have time and resources to deal with the situation.

2. Experiences on rural development in Viet Nam are limited in methodology, approach and resources. Therefore, in order to develop the National Targeted Program on New Rural Development, it is necessary to have assistance from international organizations with regard to experiences and mobilization of resources for implementation. 

3. Viet Nam has a long history of development with different customs and living styles in regions and areas. Therefore, it is needed to have a study on such characteristics, so that mechanism and policies are developed to bring into play the strength of people in each region with the aim to effectively reach the objective of agricultural, farmer and rural development. 

II. RECOMMENDATIONS OF MARD 

Based on Action Program of the Government, MARD is assigned to take lead in implementing 19/48 activities from present to 2010, including: 02 plans (irrigation, land utilization for rice cultivation), 01 national targeted program (new rural development), development of 04 laws (irrigation, agriculture, veterinary, protection and quarantine of plants), and development of 12 specific plans.  

These are the hard works which require great efforts of MARD. To this end, the minsitry really needs support from international organizations with regard to technical and financial assistance to fulfill the task according to the timeframe.  

In the short term, MARD requests donors to focus on the following areas:

1. Provide technical assistance for implementation of the National Targeted Program on “New Rural Development”

2. Provide technical assistance to develop the Plan on development of models with linkage between farmer households and economic elements in rural areas (farms, cooperatives, enterprises, scientists, traders and commodity association)
3. Provide technical assistance for development of plans and  implementation of tasks assigned in the Government’s Action Program. 

4. Support for development of cooperative and farming economy, small and medium enterprises in rural area. 

5. Provide resources for investment of socio-economic infrastructure in rural areas. 

6. Support vocational training programs and employment creation to reduce the number of people working in agricutural and rual sector. 

International organizations are kindly requested to study and work out measures  to assist MARD to fullfill its tasks as assigned.
